Participation in a contest of street art titled “I love the ocean and born to be wild”  
Marine turtle conservation volunteer programme  

 
This competition will take place during the Ocean week, from the 1st – 8th June 2017, and is to 

support environmental protection activities that focus on marine turtle conservation – a species that 

is considered an indicator of the status of the coastal environment. IUCN, with the financial support 

of the U.S Fish and Wildlife Service, and in collaboration with Ly Son Island District, Ly Son Marine 

Protected Areas and An Binh commune, have organised a street art contest with the theme “I love 

the ocean and born to be wild”. The details of the competition are: 

I. Objectives 

 

This project encourages professional and non-professional artists to voluntarily participate in the 

contest and will take place in An Binh commune, on the Small Island (Đảo Bé), Ly Son Island 

District. The aim of the contest is to raise the awareness of local people and authorities on 

environmental protection and to convey the message “I love the ocean and born to be wild”.  

II. Requirements 

1. Main themes of the street art contest include 

 The life and livelihoods of local villagers on the island 

 Environmental protection of the island 

 Marine turtle conservation / Born to be wild  

 

2. Contestants 

 

The call is open for all Vietnamese professional and non-professional artists who have a love of the 

ocean, islands and the environment. 

3. Requirements for artwork 

All selected artwork will be created on the wall of some households in An Binh commune, Ly Son 

Island District (Eg: Geogetown – Penang: http://www.angloitalianfollowus.com/street-art-in-

georgetown-penang) 

The ideas for the artwork will be sent by e-mail to tnvruabien@gmail.com along with artists’ profiles; 

or post on facebook page: IUCN Vietnam Sea turtle Volunteer group or IUCN Viet Nam Media 

Network’s facebook page. 

All submitted ideas must not be copied from others. In addition, the artwork must not have been 

previously published in any newspaper, on the internet or displayed by any means. Artwork already 

submitted into other contests will not be accepted.  

The credit of submitted artwork will belong to both the organisers and the artists. The organisers will 

be allowed to use artwork in the final round for printing, exhibiting and for communications activities.  

Artwork that doesn’t follow any of the above rules will be disqualified. 
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4. Organiser’s support for volunteers/artists (*) 

 The organisers will arrange locations in some households in An Binh commune, on Small 

island (Đảo Bé) for selected artists to draw their artwork.  

 We will also welcome artists in Ly Son and Đảo Bé.  

 Travel expenses to and from Small Island (Đảo Bé) for selected artists will be covered by 

the organisers. 

 Artist will arrange their meals by themselves (they will stay at the households where they 
draw the paintings. Estimated expensesare around 150,000VND/per person/day). 
 

 Materials for drawing will be arranged by artists.

(2)  An Binh commune has total square areas of 69,4 ha with the population of 510 people/106 

households. The livelihoods of local villagers are fishing and planting onions. Currently, there are 3 

fishing boats and 34 small coracles. The rest of local villagers plant onions, garlics and implement 

eco-tourism activities.
