During his tenure as mayor of Bogota, this city of 7
million inhabitants underwent tremendous positive changes including the development of the now world-
famous Transmillenio bus rapid transit system. Dr. Pefialosa has since advised cities throughout the world,
including Berkeley, Cape Town, Denver, Melbourne, Sao Paulo and Seattle.

Dr. Penalosa is accompanied by Mr. Oscar Diaz, who is a senior director at the Institute for Transport and
Development Policy, an international NGO specialising in urban mobility issues and solutions.
